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The Robot Making Workshop 

We hired an African teacher from an African drum and dance 

school to teach our children African drums (djembe).  Djembe 
is used not only for expressing feelings or performing in 

celebrations but also for communication.  It was an excellent 
opportunity for our children to learn African music and culture.  
Also, djembe could stimulate creativity and musicality of 

students through the systematic rhythm training. Moreover, it 

could cultivate team spirit within the players.  The children had 

great fun throughout the lessons. 
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In the art and craft course, the kids were asked to 

design African costumes for their djembe 
performance. 

The children were very happy since they could 
design clothing that they could wear.  They loved 

what they have designed! 

We held sports and games activities in our 

backyard garden.  The children had fun playing 
outside and enjoyed running around.  Also, we 

played some traditional games from Africa! 

In our cooking class, all our little chefs learned 

to make a dish called Chakchouka. This dish 

was originated in Tunisia, the northernmost 

country in Africa. 

It was a good chance for the kids to learn how 
to make an African dish with  spice such as 

paprika and ground cumin that they have never 
used before.

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The Drama Club (Second term) 

Performance at China Coast Community on 22nd May, 2016 

This was the second year that we partnered with San Wui Commercial Society School and let its 
students have an opportunity to perform at the China Coast Community. The Chinese 

International School volunteers helped the children to rehearse a drama called òThe True Story of 
the Three Little Pigsó for the performance. In addition to the drama, the children sang a song titled 
òYou Raise Me Upó and presented piano recitals to the elderly. 

Having talked to the elderly afterwards and learnt more about the golden days of Hong Kong, the 
children understood more about the elderly and their own grandparents. We would like to express 

our gratitude to the volunteers from the Chinese International School who planned and organized 
the drama club. 

The students from St. Matthewõs Primary School came every Friday afternoon for the English 

Exchange Programme, in which they learnt different vocabularies and sentence structures 
based on the theme of sports and occupations. In the programme they tried to talk about their 
dreams and things that they would like to do. 

There was a small ògraduationó party on the last day of the programme, in which they played 
different games with the volunteers. 

It was a great opportunity for the children to learn and strengthen their English skills with the 
help of the volunteers from the West Island School.  We would like to say thank you to the 

volunteers who came weekly to teach and play with the children. 

The English Exchange Programme (Second term) 
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The KLC Sunday Kidsõ Programme 

The Sunday Kidsõ Programme was kicked off in September, 2014.  Until now, there have been 

around 30 kids coming every Sunday and most of them stay for dinner with their parents. 
Volunteers from some international schools come and hold English activities for the children.  

Besides, volunteers from the Community Church and the Watermark Church come once a 
month and once in two months respectively.   

With the help of different parties, the Sunday Kidsõ Programme gradually goes on track and 

provides the children with better services.  

There is a parenting group on the first Sunday of every month. We hope to take the 

opportunity to gather the parents together so that they can get not only support from us but 
also mutual support from other parents. 

There are different activities such as talks, cooking, fitness and some outings for the parents.  

With our activities, the parents not only learnt different approaches to educate their children 
but also have free time to relax themselves and escape from the role of parents. 

The parenting group was launched in the fourth quarter of 2015. We hope that more parents 
can join our group and gain benefits.
